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abused his investigative authority, improperly retaliated against employees
or dismissed whistleblower cases without adequate examination.

The computer erasures became part of that investigation and are one of the
reasons behind today's raid, employees said. Investigators were trying to
determine whether the deletions were improper or part of a cover-up, the
Journal article reported.

Bypassing his agency's computer technicians, Mr. Bloch phoned 1-800-
905-GEEKS, the mobile PC-help service. It dispatched a technician in one
of its signature PT Cruiser wagons. In the Journal story, Mr. Bloch
confirmed that he contacted Geeks on Call but said he was trying to
eradicate a virus that had seized control of his computer. He said the
erasures didn't delete any files related to the inquiry.
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Mr. Bloch was in the office this morning during the raid but couldn't be reached for comment. The

search was still under way early this afternoon, witnesses said.
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
